ampere: a measure of electric current
antihistamine: drug used to treat allergic reactions

ATV — all-terrain vehicle: a 3 or &-wheeled vehicle with wide, soft tires that can travel on many
types of terrain.

bystander: a person who sees and may report an emergency

circuit: the complete path of an electric current

cochlea: the main part of the ear

conductors: materials that allow electricity to travel easily through them

CPR — cardiopulmonary resuscitation: first aid procedure that keeps blood circulating
current: a flow of electric charge

decibels: a term used to represent the intensity of sounds

EMS — emergency medical service: a team including dispatcher, fire or police, emergency medical
technicians and paramedics

EMT — emergency medical technician: performs basic life support procedures
fatality: a death

fermentation: a process of chemical change

flammable: refers to any materials that ignite easily and burn quickly

GFCI — ground fault circuit interrupters: device to cut power if there is an imbalance in the flow
of current

grain auger: motorized screw-shaped tool used for forcing grain to move

Heimlich maneuver: procedure used to dislodge obstruction in choking victim
insulators: materials that do not allow electricity to travel easily through them

Ipecac syrup: medicinal preparation that brings on vomiting

Organic Toxic Dust Syndrome: respiratory illness caused by dust in a confinement area
panoramic vision: a complete view in every direction

paramedic: performs basic and advanced life support procedures

pecking order: a means of creating social order from strongest to weakest

PTO — power take off: the shaft attached to the back of the tractor that rotates to make farm
equipment work

PTO shield: a protective cover for the PTO
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rollbar: an overhead metal bar on a vehicle designed to protect riders in case of a rollover

ROPS — roll over protective structures: device designed to help protect the driver if the tractor
overturns

saline solution: a salt water wash

SMV — slow moving vehicle: a triangular-shaped sign that must be displayed on all tractors and
farm equipment using public roads

SPF - sun protection factor: a numerical measurement of the level of sun protection given by a
product. i.e. a sunscreen with an SPF of 10 allows the wearer to stay in the sun without burning 10
times longer than they would be able to without the sunscreen.

spontaneous combustion: when highly flammable materials start a fire without an outside spark or
flame

suffocate: to die from being unable to breathe oxygen

toxic: poisonous

transformers: devices that lower the voltage from high-power electric cables before it enters homes
UL seal: symbol on all appliances approved by Underwriters Laboratory

voltage: the force that pushes electricity along wires and cables
