Generic, subgeneric, specific, subspecific, and 
inlra-subspecific names in Paederus (sensu lato) are com- 
piled alphabetically with literature references, showing 
that 622 specific names stand in the literature as valid. 
Five replacement names are required due to homo- 
nymy: Paederus cumanus Frank [nom. nou. for Paederus bi- 
color Wendeler nec Olivier], Paederus sulawesi Frank [nom. 
nov. for Paederus melanocephlus Heller nec Fabricius], 
Paederus zairensis Frank [nom. nov. for Paederus orophilus 
Fagel nec Paederidus brunnescens orophilus (Fagel)], 
Paederus irianensis Frank [nom. nou. for Paederus litoreus 
Last nec Paederus littoreus Austin], and Oreopaederus 
manyemensis Frank [nom. nm. for Oreopaederus ater (Bern- 
hauer) nec Paederidus rubrothoracicus ater (Eichler)]. Four 
unjustified replacement names (Paederus archeus Black- 
welder, Paederus homonymus Blackwelder, Paederus erich- 
soni Wollaston, and Paederus samoensis Fauvel) are here 
attributed to their respective senior synonyms (Paederus 
elongatus Wendeler, Paederus tricolor Erichson, Paederus 
angolensis Erichson, and Paederus vitiensis Fauvel). 
Paederus limnophilus Erichson is a junior synonym of 
Paederus limophilus Heer. Of the 622 names, one is that 
of a fossil species and 264 are of species which have not 
yet been attributed to taxa more precise than Paederus 
(sensu lato). Concepts of the AfrotropicaVMalagasy spe- 
cies are due to Fagel (1958a-1973), and among the 281 
species recognized, 157 are attributed to Paederus Fabri- 
cius (sensu Fagel) and the remainder to the related 
genera Paederidus Mulsant & Rey (36),Allopaederus Fagel 
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(3), Madecapaederus Fagel (ll), Paclzypaederus Fagel (19), 
and Oreopaederus Fagel (55). Concepts of classification of 
species from other parts of the world are due mainly to 
Scheerpeltz (1957); 14 are attributed to the Asian genera 
Cterzopaederus Fagel (I), Eupaederus Scheerpeltz (2), Di- 
plopaederus Scheerpeltz (2), Oncopaederus Scheerpeltz (1) 
and Megalopaederus Scheerpeltz (8), while 46 species of 
the western Palearctic region are attributed to Paederus 
(sensu Scheerpeltz and Coiffait) (33) and related genera 
Paederidus (lo), Lobopaederus Scheerpeltz (I), Para- 
nzeropaederus Scheerpeltz (I), and Uncopaederus Korge 
(1). Eleven names stand as subgenera of Paederus (Pseu- 
dopaederus Bernhauer, Gnathopaederus Chapin, 
Eopaederus Scheerpeltz, Harpopaederus Scheerpeltz, Het- 
eropaederus Scheerpeltz, Dioncopaederus Scheerpeltz, 
Oedopaederus Scheerpeltz, Anonzalopaederus Scheerpeltz, 
Oreinopaedertns Scheerpeltz, and Nepalopaederus Scheer- 
peltz), but none of these has many species attributed to 
it and only the western Palearctic species have been as- 
signed systematically to subgenera. Paederus (setlsu lato) 
is the subtribe Paederi (Casey 1905, Fagel 1958a) or 
Paederina (Herman 1981), with the subtribe Dolicai 
(Fagel 1958a) or Dolicaonina (Herman 1981) as closest 
relative. The 2 major taxonomic needs are to review and 
redescribe the species of the Nearctic, Neotropical, 
Oriental, Oceanian and Australasian regions, and to ex- 
tend Fagel's (1958a) methods to examine the higher 
classification of Paederus (sensu lato) worldwide. 

Introduction 
Frank & Kanamitsu (1987) reviewed the natural 

history and medical importance of Paederus (sensu lato), 
and listed 47 species about which some biological infor- 
mation had been made known. One of the reviewers of 
the manuscript (L.E. Munstermann) suggested expan- 
sion of the list to include all species of Paederus (sensu 
lato). I declined that suggestion on 3 grounds. First, I 
believed the group to have over 500 species, based in 
part on an estimate by Coiffait (1982~) of 450 species, and 
I thought a list of over 500 names was too long and in- 
appropriate to include in the review. Second, I had not 
seen an estimated third of the taxonomic publications 
on the group and therefore I did not know all the names 
and was unsure of the status of several. Third, a review 
of the names of Paederus (serzsu lato) was necessary as a 
project in its own right, as a background to taxonomic 
studies, and should be approached with that objective 
in mind. 

I assembled the taxonomic literature on Paederus 
(sensu lato) and analyzed it as a background to future 
taxonomic studies. This paper is a result of the analysis. 
It is intended to provide answers to the following ques- 

tions: 1) What names have been applied to Paedems 
(sensu lato) at the generic, subgeneric, specific, sub- 
specific and infra- subspecific levels? 2) What are the tax- 
onomic publications using these names? 3) Which of the 
names appear valid, and which are known to be syn- 
onyms, homonyms, nomina nuda, misspellings, and 
unpublished names? 4) How are the species bearing the 
valid names currently classified? 5) What is the basis of 
the classification? 6) What remains to be done with the 
classification of Paederus (sensu lato)? 7) What groups of 
Paederinae are closely related to Paederus (sensu lato)? 

Materials and Methods 
The taxonomic literature on Paederus (sensu lato) 

was examined and an alphabetical list of names was 
compiled, as follows. 

All generic, subgeneric, specific, subspecific and 
infra- subspecific names are indexed. Disposition of 
these names as valid or not was determined by exami- 
nation of the literature, with acceptance of the latest dis- 
position over all earlier ones. 

Generic and subgeneric names, indicated by a 
capitalized initial letter, are italicized when valid, but 
not italicized if invalid due to synonymy or homonymy. 
The author of each such name is given. Below and in 
brackets following the authois name are given the date 
and page of publication, original rank (genus or sub- 
genus), and the name of the type species. This is fol- 
lowed (where applicable) by author, date and page of a 
later work assigning the name to synonymy or homo- 
nymy or changed status, followed (where applicable) by 
the senior synonym or replacement name. 

Specific epithets are italicized when valid, but not 
italicized when they are (a) synonyms, homonyms, and 
nomina nuda or @) unpublished or misidentifications, 
or (c) misspellings or lapsi calanzi. Those in category (a) 
are followed by the name of the author, those in @) are 
followed by the abbreviation auct, and those in (c) by the 
word sic. For all valid names, there follow in chronologi- 
cal order the generic assignments with the latest (cur- 
rent) one italicized; subgeneric assignments follow, are 
treated in the same way as the generic assignments, but 
are placed in parentheses. Below and in brackets are 
given relevant citations in the taxonomic literature, 
beginning with the original description and including 
all citations which change the status, followed (in the 
case of junior synonyms or homonyms) by the senior 
synonym or replacement name. 

Subspecific epithets are not italicized when in- 
dexed, but instead are referred to the correct specific epi- 
thet. However, subspecific epithets are also listed as 
binomina (with specific epithets) where applicable. 

J.H. Frank: Paederus 
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Infra-subspecific names are not italicized when indexed, 
but their current disposition is listed. Specific epithets 
that were at some time included in Paederus (sensu lato) 
(but were subsequently excluded) are indexed. The ex- 
clusion and current disposition (if different) are noted.

Geopaederus and Poederomorphus. Geopaederus 
was proposed by Gistel (1848) as a replacement name 
for Paederus in the belief that Paederus was preoc- 
cupied by Paederia Linnaeus (plant kingdom). 
Geopaederus is an objective junior synonym of 
Paederus. Poederomorphus was proposed by Gautier 
(1862) as the name of a new genus with Poederomor- 
phus pedoncularius as type species. Poedkromorphus pe- 
doncularius was relegated to synonymy with Paederus 
littoralis by Marseul (1866); thus Poederomorphus is a 
subjective junior synonym of Paederus. 

Paederillus and Leucopaederus. Casey (1905) con- 
sidered the species of America north of Mexico to 
belong to three distinct genera (Paederus, Paederillus 
and kucopaederus) but he failed to contrast the distin- 
guishing characters unambiguously. Adult Paederillus 
and Leucopaederus have a truncate, edentate labrum 
with median emargination, while adult Leucopaederus 
are entirely testaceous (Casey 1905). Blackwelder 
(1939,1952) relegated Paeden'llus and Leuwpaederus to 
synonymy with Paederus s.str. Although Fagel (1958a) 
thought they might prove to be subgenera of Paederus, 
he did not resurrect them. 

Paederognathus and Neopaedenrs. W e n d e 1 e r 
(1927) proposed the subgenus Gnat-us for 
Paederus turrialbanus. However, on finding the name 
preoccupied by Gnathopaederus Chapin, he replaced it 
with Paederopthus (Wendeler 1928a). Characters 
were stated to be presence of a carina between the 
metacoxae, labrum deeply emarginate, and mandible 
without a median tooth (Wendeler 19%). Black- 
welder (1939) proposed a new subgeneric classifica- 
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tion for Paederus in which macropterous adults with 
elytra of normal size were assigned to subgenus 
Paederus, whereas wingless adults with reduced ely- 
tra were assigned to subgenus Gmthopaederus 
(mandible with an additional tooth), or to the new 
subgenus Neopaederus (mandible without additional 
teeth); Paederidus, Paederillus, Leucopaederus, and Pseu- 
dopaederus were relegated to synonymy with Paederus 
s. str. Later, Blackwelder (1952) relegated Paederogna- 
thus to synonymy with Paederus s. str. However, Fagel 
(1958a) suggested that Paederognathus may prove to be 
a useful subdivision of Paederus. Furthermore, because 
he considered Blackweldef s (1939) arrangement 
highly artificial due to the probably polyphyletic 
origins of aptery and elytral reduction, he relegated 
Nwpaederus to synonymy with Paederus. Paederogna- 
thus has not been studied by later authors and remains 
a synonym of Paederus. 

Standing names of genera 
distinguished from Paederus 

Paederidus. Differentiated from Paederus as a sub- 
genus by Mulsant & Rey (1878), Paederidus was raised 
to generic status by Casey (1905), reduced to a sub- 
genus by Bemhauer & Schubert (1912), placed into 
synonymy with Paederus s.str. by Blackwelder (1939), 
considered again a subgenus by Jarrige (1944), and re- 
elevated to generic rank by Scheerpeltz (1957a), fol- 
lowed by later authors. It currently includes 44 species. 
Adults can be distinguished from those of Paederus 
and some related genera by the key below. 

Allopaederus, Madecapaederus, Oreopaederus and 
Pachypaederus. Described by Fagel (1958a), these 

four genera are based on Afrotropical (including 
Malagasy) species. They currently contain 3, 11,19, 
and 55 species respectively. Their adults are differen- 
tiated from those of Paederidus and Paederus in the fol- 
lowing key translated and modified from Fagel 
(1958a).

Ctenopaederus. Fagel (1958a) based this monotypic 
genus on Paederus andrezuesi from India. Adults differ 
from those of related genera in having serrate tarsal 
claws (Fagel 1958a). 

Diplopaederus, Eupaederus, Lobopaederus, Mega- 
lopaederus, Oncopaederus, Parameropaederus 
and Uncopaederus. Scheerpeltz (1957a) erected Meg- 

alopaederus for three species from Japan. Shibata (1973, 
1977) added four more species and extended the range 
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to Taiwan. Scheerpeltz (195%) based Parameropaederus 
on a species from southem Europe, Lobopaederus on a 
species from southern Europelnorthem Africa, Di- 
plopaederus on two species from South America, 
Oceania and Indonesia, Eupaederus on two species 
from Indonesia, and Oncopaederus on another Indone- 
sian species. Korge (1969) erected Uncopaederus for a 
species from Europe. AIl of these genera were differ- 
entiated from Paederus on the basis of aedeagal struc- 
ture (Scheerpeltz 1957a,b, Korge 1969). 

Generic concepts. 
The generic concepts of Fagel (1958a) contrast with 

those of Scheerpeltz (1957a,b) and Korge (1969) and later 
authors (Coiffait 1982c, Bohhc 1985). Whereas Fagel 
(1958a) was unwilling even to name new species on the 
basis of aedeagal structure alone, other authors erected 
genera solely on the basis of aedeagal structure. There 
are thus three current concepts of Paederus: (1) a concept 
unchanged since the 19th century of Paederus (sensu 
lato), still employed by some authors (e.g., Last 1979- 
1985) in which there is no attempt to define segregates 
from or within Paederus, (2) the concept of Fagel (1958a- 
1973) in which genera are separated from Paederus only 
after consistent external distinguishing structures are 
recognized, and (3) the concept of Scheerpeltz- Korge- 
Coiffait in which larger numbers of genera are recog- 
nized, some of them based only on differences in 
aedeagal structure. Thirteen genera stand apart from 
Paederus in the literature; the species attributed to them 
are listed below.

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Relatives of Paederus (sensu lato) 
Concepts of the tribe Paederini have been re- 

stricted after Blackwelder (1952) excluded from it only 
the tribe Piophilini of the subfamily Paederinae. Jean- 
nel & Jarrige (1949) grouped within Paederini only those 
genera in which adults have the last madary palpom- 
ere short and squarniform, and the aedeagal parameres 
well developed and piliferous; Fagel (1958a) accepted 
this diagnosis and added that the internal margin of the 
anterior tibia bears a ctenidium, and the posterior border 
of abdominal sternite VIII of the male is very deeply and 
narrowly emarginate, almost dividing the sternite. Fagel 
(1958a) recognized two subtribes within Paederini: Doli- 
cai (Dolicaon Laporte and allies) and Paederi (containing 
only Paederus (sensu lato)). Fagel's (1958a) concept of the 
subtribe Paederi is exactly that of Casey (1905) who even 
used the same subtribal name. 

Coiffait (1982~) reverted to a broader definition of 
Paederini [the same as that by Blackwelder (1952)l 
which included subtribe Paederi (both Paederi and Doli- 
cai of Fagel) and others. After studying the New World 
species of genera related to Dolicaon, Herman (1981) 
showed a close relationship (sister group) of two sub- 
tribes: Dolicaonina (Dolicaon and allies, i.e., the Dolicai 
of Fagel) and Paederina (Paederus (sensu lato)), thus 
supporting Fagel's (1958a) concept. In addition, he 
found that these two subtribes together have a sister 
group relationship to the subtribe Cryptobiina (C ypto- 
bium Mannerheim and allies) because all adults of these 
taxa have a gland on the anterior margin of abdominal 
sternite IV. If the FageEHerman concept is accepted, 
then Paederus (sensu lato) may conveniently be called 
subtribe Paederi (or Paederina); its closest allies are Doli- 
caon and relatives in which the the 4th anterior tarsom- 
ere of the adult is entire (cf. apically emarginate or 
bilobed). 

Standing names of subgenera 
distinguished from Paederus 

Pseudopaederus and Gnathopaederus. Bernhauer 
(1915b) founded Pseudopaederus on Paederus nigerrimus 
and P. pallidulus from India, withP. nigerrimus as typus 
subgeneris (Blackwelder 1939). Bernhauer (1915b) 
stated that distinguishing characters are a short, 
square head, a short, round, strongly developed pro- 
thorax, and a generally compact body. Although an 
Australian species was added by Bernhauer (1920c) 
and two more species from India by Biswas & Sen 
Gupta (1982), there has been no further discussion of 
subgeneric characters of Pseudupaederus. Chapin 
(1927) described Gnathupaederus as a genus,with G. sze- 

chuanus as its type species; characters were stated to 
be gular sutures confluent or nearly so at base of head, 
mandible with prominent dorsal tooth, 4th tarsomere 
bilobed, elytral pundation coarse and sparse. Scheer- 
peltz (1933) placed Gnuthopaederus as a subgenus of 
Paederus, where it has been retained by subsequent 
authors without further study and without incorpora- 
tion of additional species. 

Dioncopaedenrs, Eopaederus, Harpopaederus, Het- 
eropaederus, Oedopaedenrs, Anomalopaederus, 
Oreinopaedenrs and Nepalopaederus. Eopaederus, 

Harpopaederus, Heteropaederus, Diompaederus and 
Oedopaederus were named and distinguished from 
Paederus s.str. by Scheerpeltz (1957a) on the basis of 
aedeagal structure, as were Anomalopaederus (Scheer- 
peltz 1966), Oreinopaederus and Nepalopaederus 
(Scheerpeltz 1976). 

Subgeneric concepts. 
Subgenera have been attributed to the genus 

Paederus only, and not to the other genera which have 
been segregated. It is questionable whether subgeneric 
separation should be pursued -until generic concepts 
have become more stable. Nevertheless, ten subgenera 
stand apart from Paedenrs s-str. in the literature, and spe- 
cies attributed to them are listed below. There follows a 
listing of species attributed to Paederus s-str. (concept of 
Scheerpeltz and Coiffait), then of species (from the 
Afrotropical region) attributed to the genus Paederus 
(concept of Fagel), then of species (from various parts of 
the world) attributed to Paederus (sensu lato) and not as- 
signed to any finer division, and finally the single fossil 
species is listed.

Homonymy in species-group names 
The International Code of Zoological Nomencla- 

ture (ICZN 1964) recognizes two forms of homonymy, 
primary and secondary, and requires replacement 
names for junior primary homonyms and some junior 
secondary homonyms. The forms of homonymy are il- 
lustrated by diagrams by Blackwelder (1967: 551). 

1: Primary homonyms. Some junior primary homo- 
nyms (e.g., Paederus erichsoni Bernhauer) already have 
been replaced deliberately (Table 1). Others (e.g., 
Paederus angolensis Bernhauer) have available senior 
synonyms, so do not require replacement names (Table 
1). The senior synonym of Oreopaederusfilicornis (Fagel) 
(originally Paederusfilicornis Fagel) is Oreopaederus minor 
(Bernhauer) (originally Paederus testaceus minor Bern- 
hauer); this synonymy was admitted by Fagel (1954~1, 
1958a), though he created the unnecessary new epithet 
filicornis. Four replacement names are required: Puederus 
cumanus Frank [norn. nov. for Puederus bicolor Wendeler, 
nec Olivier], Paederus sulawesi Frank [norn. nov. for 
Puederus melanqhalus Heller, nec Fabricius], Paederus 
zairensis Frank [nom. nov. for Paederus orophilus Fagel, nec 
Paederidus brunnescens orophilus (Fagel), originally 
Puederus brunnescens orophilus Fagel], and Paederus iri- 
anensis Frank [nom. nov. for Paederus litoreus Last, nec 
Paederus littoreus Austin, replacement required under 
Article 58(b) (ICZN 1964)] and are of geographical origin. 
Another geographical name, Oreopaederus manyemensis 
Frank, is used here for Oreopaederus ater (Bernhauer),

3: Non-homonyms. The 16 pairs of names marked by 
a number (3) in Table 1 are not considered homonyms 
because they were originally attributed to, and remain 
in, different genera. However, all of the genera belong 
to Paederus sensu lato. Three of these non-homonyms 
were published by Scheerpeltz and the remainder by 
Fagel. The International Code [ICZN 1964: Appendix D, 
recommendation 5(a)] urges against the use of such 
identical epithets in closely related genera. Other pairs 
of names (ugandensis Fagel, uganensis Fagel; saegeri 
Fagel, saengeri Coiffait) contravene recommendation 
5(b) of Appendix D in having small differences in spel- 
ling, while yet other pairs of names (angolensis Erichson, 
angolanus Fagel; chinensis Bernhauer, sinensis Scheer- 
peltz) contravene recommendation 6 of Appendix D in 
W i g  derived from the same geographical names (ICZN 
1964). 

Conclusion 
There is a wide range of aedeagal structure in 

Paederus sensu lato, providing important taxonomic in- 
dicators at the species level. Classification at generic and 
subgeneric levels has proven difficult because of the 
large number of species and because of limited under- 
standing of external characters. 

After studies by Fagel (19%-1973) using diagnos- 
tic external characters, augmented by Jarrige (1970,1978) 
and Coiffait (1982c), the species of the Afrotropical (in- 
cluding Malagasy) region are grouped as Paederidus (36 
spp.), Allopaederus (3 spp.), Madecapaederus (11 spp.), 
Pachypaederus (19 spp.), Oreopaederus (55 spp.), and 

lack of defined e x t e d  characters, and 264 spp. have 
been assigned only to Paederus sensu lato. The 47 spe- 
cies of the western Palearctic region are grouped as 
Paederidus (10 spp.), Parameropaederus (1 sp.), 
Lobopaederus (1 sp.), Uncopaederus (1 sp.), and Paederus 
sensu Scheerpeltz- Coiffait (33 spp.) (Coiffait 1982~). 

Fagel (1958a) did not separate the 157 Afrotropical 
(including Malagasy) Paederus sensu Fagel into sub- 
genera, though other authors have attempted to define 
subgenera (mainly Palearctic) largely on aedeagal 
characters. There seems now to be a reasonably good 
understanding of the Palearctic fauna at the species 
level. The world fauna, as currently understood, con- 
tains 621 extant species classified as follows, plus one 
fossil.

are to review and redescribe the species of the Nearctic, 
Neotropical, Oriental, Oceanian and Australasian re- 
gions, and to extend Fagel's (19%) methods to examine 
the higher classification of Paederus sensu lato world- 
wide.
