INSTRUCTIONS FOR PRODUCING CAMERA READY COPY (CRC)
By Ross H. Arnett, Jr.

Papers submitted for publication in INSRECTA MINDI must
be ready for page make-up. If the author(s) cannot
produce CRC, the publisher will have the manuscript
computer camposed using typewriter style type with right
hand margin justification. Charges for typesetting will
be given when the mamuscript is submitted.

Author submitted CRC should follow these guidelines to
be acceptable:

1) All CRC is to approximate 8 point type in 20 pica
(3 3/8 inch, 8 mm) colums when printed. The journal
will be printed in two colums on 85 x 11 inch pages
(see also "keys" below) to occupy 9 x 7 inches, exclud-
ing rumming heads.

2) CRC should be submitted on sheets & x 11 inches,
or larger in single colums. Each colum should have
complete paragraphs or key couplets, i.e., do not end a
page in the middle of a paragraph or end a section of a
key without camplete (2) couplets. The typed impression
must be clear; only impact typing with a carbon ribbon
or laser printing will be accepted.

3) Unless produced on a computer or typesetter, it is
recomended that either elite (12 pitch), ional
spaced type (usually approximately 12 pitch), or micro-
print type (15 pitch) be used, If 10 pitch type is used,
see instruction 7, below. Special instructions for each
of these type styles follow. ALL CRC must be single
spaced. Footnotes, if any, must be typed on separate
sheetg (see instruction no. 11 for details about foot-
notes).

4) Proportional spaced type and/or right hand margin
Jjustification is preferred because it similates printer
camposition, but this is not required. Set the margins
on the typewriter for 22 picas (3 5/8 inches, or approx-
imately a 44 colum line. This CRC will be reduced to

5) Computer composed and printed CRC requires special
instructions. If the following guidelines do not apply,
please query the editor about this before submitting
final CRC. Impact or laser printers must be used. Cer-
tain print wheels are preferred over others. Format
details will be supplied if requested.

6) Keys may occupy the full printed width of the page
(42 picas, or 7 inches), or composed to occupy two
colums (usually NOT recommended).

7) Instructions for the use of 10 pitch (pica) type:
Typed lines should not exceed 26 picas (4 7/16 inches,
11.2 cm), which is 53 letters per line at the 10 pitch
setting. When this is reduced to 75% it is 20 picas
wide. Thus this large type condenses to give a more
Compact appearance and more letters per line, i.e., 53
instead of 40 letters if used without reduction. If a
suitable type face is used, the 10 pitch setting is
recammended

8) Instructions for the use of 12 pitch (elite) type
(this page is an example): Typed lines should not exceed
225 picas (3 3/4 inches), which is 56 letters per line
at the 12 pitch setting, When this is reduced to 90% it
is approximately the same as the 10 pitch at the 12
pitch setting, This is recammended as the easiest CRC to
produce on ordinary camputer or word processing equip~
ment.

9) Instructions for the use of 15 pitch (microprint)
type: Typed lines should not exceed 20 picas (3 3/8
inches, 84 mm) which is 56 letters per line. This will

be printed at 100%. This is recommended for Insecta

Mundi because it is economical use of available space.
10) Scientific names: Modern electronic typewriters

and word processors neglect the scientist by making it

difficult to use italic type for scientific names. Most
of us have become used to this and we are willing to
substitute other formats. WE DO NOT RECOMMEND under-
lining scientific names for CRC. Underlining is merely
an old fashioned printer's sign to set the type in
italjics. Instead, if the manuscript is typed on an
electronic typewriter, use boldface for scientific
names. If this is not available, use capital letters for
these names. IBM Selectric and similar typewriters per-
mit the typing of names in italics by changing the
typing element. AVOID Courier type elements. The italics
that match this type are very poor, hardly distinct from
the Roman type. Also, certain other type elements are
either too drab or not suitable for reduction. NEVER use
Script for italics. Further details are available on
request, along with other sample formats.

11) Pootnotes in gemeral should be avoided. Author
addresses, document mumbers, and similar matter may be
used as footnotes. These should be typed separately
using widths suitable for 75% or 64% reduction. For
example, if 10 pitch type is used, prepare the lines for
reduction to 64%, i.., proportionally long (for a 18
pica line, use 48 colums). When using 12 pitch type,
use a 24 pica (48 colum) line for reduction to 75% For
15 pitch type, use a 50 colum line for reduction to

12) DO NOT PASTE-UP PAGES. Submit CRC as single co~-
lums. We will add rumning heads and page mmbers. Note
particularly the requirement that colums should end at
the end of a paragraph. We will put them together to
make a full page.

13) ILLUSTRATIONS should be sent either ready to make
up into plates, or made into plate to fit intoa 7 x 9
inch page. If the drawings or halftones are to be re-
duced, enlarge the plate size to enable reduction to
90%, 75%, or 647 in the case of line drawings. Halftone
plates may be reduced to fit the page. We will scale
them before they are sent to the printer.

SAMPLE FORMATS

THE MASTHEAD IS A SAMPLE OF 15 PITCH TYPE
(Microprint typewriter type) AT 100%.

7) Instructions for the use of 10 pitch (pica)
type: lines should not exceed 26% picas (4 7/16
inches, 11.2 cm), which is 53 letters per line at the
10 pitch setting. When this is reduced to 75% it is
20 picas wide. Thus this large type condenses to give
a more compact appearance and more letters per line,
i.e., 53 instead of 40 letters if used without reduc-
tion. If a suitable type face is used, the 10 pitch
setting is recommended.

For example, Bookface Adademic 10 which was used in
this sample. The Wordstar settings are: .lh7, cwl0,
.pol2, .op, .pl100; ctrl OR=53; ctrl. OI=3. This
printing is reduced to 75%.

PROPORTIONAL SPACED TYPE AS IN THE SAMPLE
BELOW, REDUCED TO 90% IS AVAILABLE FROM THE
PUBLISHER.

Proportional spaced type and/or right hand
margin justification is preferred because it sim-
ulates printer composition, but this is not re-
quired. Set the margins on the typewriter for 22
picas (3 5/8 inches, or approximately a 44
column line. This CRC will be reduced to 90%.

This is a sample of proportional spaced type
produced on a typewriter capable of right hand
margin justification.

TYPEWRITER TYPE

It is not necessary to use a computer to
prepare papers for publication in INSECTA
MUNDI, nor is right hand justification and
proportional type absolutely required. This
sample is typed on an IBM SELECTRIC II using
Adjutant element, with light italiec. Adjut-
ant takes reduction well, and the italic
type 1is distinctive.

Note that the lines of this sample are
reduced to 90%, approximately 20 picas, and
that the lines are filled out to the end.
The margins are set to 22 picas for this re-
duction.

The following sample is of Prestige Elite
72 type (IBM):

Note that this type is somewhat smaller.
It is the same type used on the daisy wheel
printers, but the italics are a little too
large for this face.

This is the way the type looks with Cour-
ier Italics. These italics are not distinc-
tive or constrasting enough.

When IBM Courier is used, the constrast
between the Roman and the italics is even
less. You can hardly tell where one left
off and the other starts. Courier is another
small typeface. It can always be recognized
by the "A". See the little projecting serif
on the top of the A. This is true of the
italic "A" too!

Therefore, we think the best combination
is ADJUTANT and light italiec.

ALL OF THE ABOVE IS REDUCED TO 90%.
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
