Nebraska Geological Survey. Tegislation was enacted in 1893 to make the fiead professor of geology
at the University of Nebraska geologist for the state. Jhis formaliged a tradition begun in 1871, the
year the university opened its doors, when Samuel Aughey was appointed by the regents to the chair
of natural history and aflso acquired the first, albeit honorary, title of state geologist.

Dhe centennial anniversary will be cefebrated with a week of activitics from September 20-24,
1993, including a funcheon, demonstrations for invited guests, and a public open house. Ghere will also
be a series of seminars during the month.
