The Carl Albert Congressional Research and
Studies Center at the University of Oklahoma
seeks applicants for its Visiting Scholars
Program. The purpose of this program is to
assist researchers by providing financial awards
for on-campus work in the Center’s archives.

Awards are normally from $500 to $1000 to
defray the cost of travel and lodging. Included
in the Center’s collections is information
on government agriculture programs, flood
control activities, water and soil conserva-
tion projects, federal-Native American rela-
tions, drought relief, and rural development
and electrification.

Those
interested in apply for the program should
send: (1) a description of the research pro-
posal in fewer than 1000 words; (2) a personal
vita; (3) an explanation of how the Center’s
resources will assist the researcher; (4) a budget
proposal; and (5) a letter of reference from an
established scholar in the discipline attesting
to the significance of the research. There is
an open deadline for applications.
