GREAT PLAINS SYMPOSIUM 2005

The 29% Annual Center for Great Plains Stud-
ies Symposium will be a joint conference with
the Natural Areas Association. The topic this
year is Changing Natural Landscapes: Ecological
and Human Dimensions, and the symposium
will be held September 21-24, 2005, at the
Cornhusker Hotel in Lincoln, Nebraska. This
interdisciplinary conference will focus on both
the ecological and human dimensions of our
changing natural areas. Presentations, work-
shops, field trips, and social events will ex-
plore our ever-changing natural landscapes
both as they affect and are affected by human
activities. The Natural Areas Association and
Center for Great Plains Studies encourage stu-
dent participation in the conference, and we
are pleased to announce oral paper presenta-
tion and poster contests for students. Student
presentations and posters will be included in
the regular sessions. Topics that would be ap-
propriate for submission include: land ethics,
natural resource management, bison conser-
vation, protected areas and human rights, art
and the environment, sacred sites, tribal lands,
grassland ecosystems, and natural areas litera-
ture. Submission of abstracts, not to exceed
250 words, is due no later than April 8, 2005.
Electronic submission of abstracts is preferred,
but standard mail submissions will be accepted.
